It was organised by
the late Judge Roy and Mrs Grubb, then active parishioners and amateur
thespians. The Select Vestry determined at that time that the specific
designation of pews held by parishioners who had paid pew rent would cease.
Accordingly, whether or not a parishioner has paid pew rent, anyone attending
services at Christ Church can and are entitled to sit anywhere they choose. No
seats are reserved except for funerals, weddings, baptisms and official functions
such as the Queen’s Birthday, Navy Week and such like when seats are
specifically allocated to certain guests. Whilst it is apparent that regular
worshipers tend to gravitate to the same pews it is respectfully pointed out that
the pew is not their exclusive preserve and if visitors or others happen to be
sitting in “their pew” it is considered to be both discourteous and inhospitable
to ask them to move.

At its last meeting Select Vestry resolved to reaffirm the policy that pews are
not specifically allocated to parishioners either by right or usage.
