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I The Rector Writes

i Welcome to Christ Church on this Eleventh Sunday after
| Trinity and our Patronal Festival. We gather today as one

parish community for one act of worship and I am very
‘L grateful to those members of our parish who usually attend
the 8am service that join us for this 10am timeslot I also extend a welcome to any
visitors with us this morning, please join us for morning tea in the parish hall
following the service and, if you are able, stay on for our parish luncheon to mark
and celebrate our special day.

I express my special thanks to Fr Frank Kernot for agreeing to be our guest
preacher for this important day in the life of our parish,

Augustine, a man in the Sth century who became Bishop of the church and a saint in
history, originally lead a life of sin giving himself over to whatever pleasures presented
themselves. His mother had earnestly prayed for him his entire life that he would give his
life to the service of Christ, but Augustine persisted in his sins until one day he saf with a
friend on a bench weeping over the state of his life. It was at this moment that he heard a
boy or a girl — he says he does not know which it was — singing a song. The sound was
coming from a neighbouring house. The child was chanting over and over: "pick it up,
read it; pick it up, read it.” Hereis what happened next in Augustine’s own words:

Immediately I ceased weeping and began most earnestly fo think whether it was usual
for children in some kind of game to sing such a song, but I could not remember ever
having heard the like. So, damming the torrent of my tears, I got fo my feet, for I could
not but think that this was a divine command to open the Bible and read the fust
passage I should light upon,

So I quickly returned to the bench where Alypius was sitting, for there I had put down
the apostles book. I snatched it up, opened it, and in silence read the paragraph on which
my eyes first fell: “Not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness,
not in strife and envying, but put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for
the flesh to fulfil the lust thereof.” I wanted to vea no further, nor did I need fo. For
instantly, as the sentence ended, there was infused inmy heart something like the light of
full certainty and all the gloom of doubt vanished away.

Had Christ returned before that fateful day, Augustine would have been caught
unprepared. He would have been found asleep. From that moment on, however,

Augustine was prepared. He was on the alert! He had awakened from his sins. (by Brett
Blair, Sermon Illustrations. Quote is from Augustine’s Confessions)
