This year is of singular importance to 
us at Christ Church for it is the 350th 
anniversary of the publication of the 
Book of Common Prayer in 1662.  
This Parish remains one of a few in 
Australia still using The Book of 
Common prayer and ,as a result, we 
will be providing information, both 
historical and contemporary, 
concerning BCP  through this 
publication and other means during 
this year.  
 
Our Parish Vision Statement asserts 
that we are, A Traditional Church for 
a modern world, proclaiming Jesus 
Christ, the same yesterday, today 
and forever. It is a good Statement 
and would be a misunderstanding to 
think that we are engaged in a 
nostalgic exercise by being ‘old 
fashioned’.  The Book of Common 
Prayer has its liturgical and 
theological roots in the period of the 
English Reformation of the 16th 
century, when the Church of England 
was reformed.  
 
There are some people who, 
mistakenly, believe that the Church 
of England has its beginning at this 
time. The Church of England was in 
existence by AD314, when three 
bishops  from the Ecclesia Anglicana 
attended the Council of Arles. The 
death of the first known Christian 
martyr in Britain, Alban, is believed 
to have taken place in AD304. 
 
Much later, however, during the 
period of Oliver Cromwell's 
Commonwealth, the Book of 
Common Prayer was outlawed and 

replaced with a Directory for 
Publique Worship. However, once 
Charles II was restored to the 
throne in 1660, the BCP  of 1559 
(Elizabethan) was restored, and, 
along with that came calls for its 
revision.  
 
The loudest of these came from 
Presbyterians, who ideally wanted 
to return to something much like 
the Directory, removing all 
ceremonial and any "objectifying" 
of worship (e. g., the ring in 
marriage, the sign of the cross in 
baptism, etc.). Arrayed against 
them were the newly-restored 
bishops, many of whom wished for 
more ceremonial than was then 
allowed in the BCP. 
 
To settle the matter, a conference 
was called at Savoy hospital with 
equal numbers of Presbyterians 
and bishops to decide the 
direction for a new Book of 
Common  Prayer.  Not every 
proposal was adopted; those that 
were, were published in what is 
called the "Convocation Book", 
which is a 1636 BCP (Scottish) 
with corrections and additions.  
 
The contents of the Convocation 
Book were then written up in 
manuscript form and attached to 
the Parliamentary Act of 
Uniformity which authorized the 
1662 Book of Common Prayer.  It 
is the ultimate source for the 1662 
BCP.  The cover of this publication 
shows the manuscript.

We know it as ‘Lady Day’ and it is 
the Patronal Feast of the Mother’s  
Union, whose members commonly 
gather  to offer the Eucharist in the 
Cathedral on 25th March each year.  
 
Because the Feast Day occurs on the 
Fifth Sunday of Lent this year, 
which commences ‘Passiontide’, it 
has been transferred to the follow-
ing Tuesday. The Eucharist will be 
offered in the Lady Chapel in Christ 
Church at 9:30 am. 
 
The custom of providing ‘side  
chapels’ in larger churches comes 
from the medieval period and, in 
particular, those churches in monas-
tic communities having a number of 
priests, who were required to say 
Mass each day. There would always 
be a chapel dedicated to ‘Our Lady’ 
as the ‘Queen of Heaven’.  
 
In modern times, some worshippers 
in the Anglican tradition have, mis-
takenly, thought that they have a 
‘ladies’ chapel in their parish 
church! The Lady Chapel at Christ 
Church was not originally built as 
such, but the north transcept space  
was adapted for this purpose in 
1934. 
 
‘Lady Day’ is a 
‘Day of Obligation’ 
in the liturgical 
Kalendar of the 
Book of Common 
Prayer.

A booklet has already been produced, and largely distributed, which provides 
a suggested plan for daily prayer: intercessions, the Collects and other 
prayers for each Sunday of the year, with additional prayers. It is a helpful 
resource to keep in a convenient place for daily use.  If you do not have a 
copy of this booklet, please contact the parish  office and request one.  
 
Together with such a resource, we need teaching, and mutual encourage-
ment.  The Sunday morning sermons throughout Lent will take up the theme 
of prayer.  These sermons will help to get us started in thinking and praying. 
 
The Lenten Studies will focus our attention upon God’s plan for the whole of 
creation and how he has made it in such a way that, through our prayers, we 
can participate with him in that great enterprise. The Studies will be offered 
in the Parish Hall in accordance with the schedule displayed opposite. 

PLEASE NOTE 
 
The Parish Dairy, prepared last year, advertises the Lenten Studies as being 
about the Holy Spirit:- continuing the studies in God’s Holy Love, begun in 
2011.  However, the Catechesis Group, commencing on Sunday,  
5th February, is using the book, God’s Holy Love, and will cover this  
material later in the year.   
It was thought important to use these weekday opportunities during Lent to 
engage with the vital matter of prayer. 
 
NB: The Catechesis Group will meet in the Rector’s Study at 9:15 am each 
Sunday morning.

CHRIST CHURCH 
GLASS 

 
A word from the Locum, in Janu-
ary about the church windows, 
created some interest and helpful 
comment. 
 
Church glass in England dates 
from the arrival of St. Augustine 
in 597.  With him travelled a 
Benedictine monk, Benedict  
Biscop.  He was a devotee of the 
glorious glass that adorned the 
churches of Rome and, equally, 
he loved the sound of Gregorian 
Chant.  He detested the "rough 
growling" of the Celtic monks of 
Iona heard in Northumbrian 
wooden huts. 
 
The gospel oriented Columbian 
monks of Iona, with their 3rd  
century Irish origins, were stroll-
ing preachers.  Notably, like St. 
Cuthbert, they were more focus-
sed on evangelism than buildings.  
Both of course are necessary. 
 
Wilfrid, son of a Northumbrian 
thegn, like the other eleven young 
men who were tutored with him 
at Lindisfarne by St. Aidan, be-
came imbued, on a visit to Can-
terbury, with the teaching of 
Benedict Biscop.  On accompany-
ing the monk on two voyages to 
Rome, Wilfrid's love of church 
music and glass were heightened.  
He was captivated by Gregorian 
Chant and glorious glass, particu-
larly when it was of a rich purple 
or golden hue, precursor perhaps 
of his call later to be Bishop of 
York?    In a word, Wilfrid be-
came a Common Market man!

This became quite apparent when, as a 
splendid debator, Wilfrid stood before 
the Northumbrian, King Oswy, at the 
Synod of Whitby in 664 and contended 
with Bishop Column, of the Celtic  
tradition, for the Roman dating of 
Easter and for the beautification of the 
liturgy with fine music and glass. 
 
The essence of Wilfrid's argument was, 
"St. Peter holds the keys to the  
Kingdom of heaven, so adhere to the 
Bishop of Rome".  Somewhat  
surprisingly, the Northerner, King 
Oswy ruled in Wilfrid's favour and the 
use of colour and music in worship to 
the glory of God became part of our 
Anglican tradition.

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“The Lord be with you.” 
 

When we hear that salutation, we 
instinctively reply, “And with thy 
spirit.”  That exchange is known as 
the ’Mutual salutation’.  
 
Such an exchange is not to be prop-
erly thought of as a mere greeting. 
’Salutation’ carries the connotation 
of an acknowledgement of some 
importance, for it is about saluting 
the other person/s.   
 
In a liturgical setting of worship, 
the minister prays that the Lord 
may be with the people, to make 
them conscious of their real needs, 
to repress their desires for that 
which is not expedient for them, to 
strengthen their faith, and to grant 
them their requests.  
 
In their response, the people pray 
that the Lord may be with the 
priest, both in his individual  
Capacity and as their representa-
tive and mouthpiece. A solemn  
recognition is thus given to the 
common work in which the priest 
and laity are engaged, and the  
common fellowship  in which it is 
being done.  
 
This salutation reminds us that,  
although a separate order of priest-
hood is essential for the  
ministration of God’s worship, yet 
there is a priesthood of the laity by 
which they take part in that  
worship, assuming their full  
Christian privilege, and making it a 
full corporate offering of the whole 
Christian body. 
 
This is not a greeting such as:  

G’day mate! 

Valé ‘Bill’ Allchin  
Frank Hartley Allchin was born on 
18th December, 1928; the third child 
of Frank and Vera Allchin  at ‘Rowan 
Private Hospital’, Maylands. He was 
called ‘Bill’ by many of his friends. 
 
Following five years schooling at St 
Morris Public School, Bill won a 
scholarship to  Queen’s College, 
North Adelaide, in 1939. There, he 
became a House Captain, a Prefect, 
and played in both the first XVIII 
and the first XI in his final two years. 
He was a regular vocalist at School 
concerts as well as being a member of 
the choir at St Matthew’s, Maryatt-
ville.  
 
At the Adelaide University, Bill stud-
ied Law, as well as playing rugby and 
cricket. In 1948, Bill joined the Bank 
of Adelaide. He worked in several 
country branches, before being trans-
ferred to Perth in 1950. Then he was 
transferred to Melbourne, where he 
met Barbara Elizabeth Jackson, 
whom he married in 1954. They were 
devoted to each other over 52 years. 
They had two children: David and 
James, and, subsequently, four 
Grandchildren. 
 
Banking was Bill’s life, and he loved 
it. He was approached by the Stan-
dard Chartered Bank and made the 
General Manager-Treasurer– South 
Pacific.  His life in the Bank took Bill 
and Barbara all over the world, al-
though most of their married life was 
spent in Sydney or Melbourne.  Fol-
lowing Barbara’s death in 2006, Bill 
returned to Adelaide. He became a 
regular member of Christ Church, 
where he had worshipped as a pupil 
at Queens. He died on 2nd January. 



The Story behind the 
Hymn 

 
Christ is our Corner-Stone 

 
The name of our parish magazine 
comes from 1 Peter 2 v.6: “Behold, I 
lay in Sion a chief corner stone”. 
Among the rich treasures of an 8th 
century compilation of Latin 
hymns, we find a series of stanzas 
which treat the theme of that 
passage in 1 Peter 2 in wonderful 
detail. The first part of the hymn, 
Urbs beata Jerusalem, deals with 
heaven itself — the New Jerusalem; 
the second part, Angularis 
fundamentum, extends to the 
Church on earth.  
 
Our hymnals all include J. M. 
Neale’s 19th century translations: 
Blessèd City, heavenly Salem and 
Christ is made the sure 
foundation respectively. The latter 
comes close to a literal translation, 
though it fails (as it was bound to, 
because of the limitations of verse-
form) to pick up all the subtleties of 
the original, notably in the first 
stanza, where the notion of the 
corner-stone binding into a unity 
the two walls of Jewish and Gentile 
believers is quite lost to the modern 
reader. 
 
A somewhat earlier hymn by John 
Chandler, Christ is our corner-
stone, is not so much a translation 
as a paraphrase.  The scholarly 
Frederick Macdonald, in his 1899 
book The Latin hymns in the 
Wesleyan Hymn-book, commends 
it as “an admirable English hymn, 
worthy of the wide popularity it has 
attained” and, by way of 
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comparison with Neale’s more 
faithful version, adds “perhaps the 
translator has done better service by 
the free treatment of his theme, and 
by the modern key in which he has 
set it, than if he had attempted a 
closer rendering of the original”.  
 
All three hymns are worth reading as 
meditations on the glories of our 
heavenly home, the way thither, and 
the Lord Christ, who is both 
journey’s end and journey’s 
companion and guide. 
 
Christ is our corner-stone has a good 
strong tune by S.S.Wesley, who died 
in the same year as Chandler (1876), 
whereas Christ is made the sure 
foundation benefits from being 
commonly sung to a tune named 
WESTMINSTER ABBEY, which is 
adapted from one of Purcell’s great 
anthems.

The Story behind the Saint 
A series concerned with ‘minor’ 

saints 
 

 
George Herbert  1593-1633 

 
Herbert was born into an aristocratic 
family, and was educated at 
Westminster School and Trinity 
College, Cambridge. His classical 
scholarship and musical ability 
secured him a fellowship in 1614.  He 
became the Public Orator in 1620. 
His success seemed to mark him out 
for a career as a courtier. 
 
Under the influence, however, of his 
friend, Nicholas Ferrar, Herbert 
studied Divinity, and in 1630 he was 
ordained priest and accepted the 
living of Fugglestone with Bemerton 
(near Salisbury), where in piety and 
devotion to duty, he spent his last 
years.  
 
Herbert’s most famous prose work , 
A Priest to the Temple: or the 
Country Parson (1652) outlines a 
sober and well-balanced  ideal of the 
English clergyman.  Herbert shows 
him as a well-read divine, temperate 
in all things, a man of duty and 
prayer, devoted to his flock. 
 
An author of sincere religious 
conviction and considerable poetic 
gifts, Herbert is among the first 
devotional poets of the C of E .  
Among his poems, in current use as 
hymns,  are to be found: The God of 
love my shepherd is; Teach me, my 
God and king; and, Let all the world 
in every corner sing. 
 

Feast Day 27th February 
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“...meekly kneeling 
upon your knees.”  

 
So concludes “the Invitation” to  
the members of the congregation to 
prepare themselves to receive the 
Holy Communion. The next step in 
the liturgy to that end, is to seek 
God’s forgiveness of our sins so 
that we will come to receive that 
Holy Sacrament with a pure heart.   
We make our confession of sin, 
“meekly kneeling upon your 
knees”, which is the appropriate 
posture for the purpose of seeking 
God’s forgiveness.  Often, however, 
the celebrant does not offer the 
confession, “meekly kneeling upon 
(his) knees.” Why is that?  
With respect to the celebrant (and 
sacred ministers, such as the  
deacon and subdeacon) the service 
begins in the vestry with a form of 
preparation.  That preparation in-
cludes the common recitation of a 
psalm(43) , versicles and responses 
and a mutual confession of sin and 
absolution with prayer.   
When the celebrant arrives in front 
of the sanctuary and recites the 
Lord’s Prayer—he does so alone.  
The Collect for purity follows and 
that takes him to the altar and con-
cludes his preparation for the offer-
ing of the Holy Eucharist.  That 
which begins in the vestry,  
concludes at the altar where he 
leads the people in that act of  
worship by which the people of God 
are fed and nourished by word and 
sacrament.
