‘Tohn Newton was the author of some of our most loved hymns, like
“Glorious Things of Thee Are Spoken” and "Amazing Grace” What a
great contribution to the spiritual vitality of the church. And yet,
before his conversion, Newton participated for years in the cruel
African slave trade. When Newton spoke in his hymn of a wretch
like me’, he wasn’t just using poetic hyperbole. He was a wretched
offender in the worst sort of way However, in his conversion,
Newton is also a symbol of the amazing grace of God. After his
conversion, he became a pastor and worked for the abolition of
slavery.

You can feel the irony can’t you? A hymn from the heart of a former
slave trader has become loved by scores of African-American
congregations and people the world over. While Newton wrote the
words, we do not know who wrote the tune. Some have said, with
some justification, it is probable that the tune evolved from African
folk music. What a fitting symbol of Christian redemption and
reconciliation!” (Ifustrations, Quotes and Lectionary Reflections)

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STATEMENT TO THE ADVERTISER (17.8.17)

Within the Anglican church as with the general community there isa wide
range of opinion about whether or not the definition of marriage should be
changed in the Marriage Act. Some people are opposed to a change and some
are very much in favour. In 2004 the General Synod of the Anglican Church
of Australia welcomed the initiative of the Federal Parliament in clarifying
that marriage, at law in Australia, is the union of a man and a woman to the
exclusion of all others, voluntarily entered into for life.

Of particular concern in any debate concerning a change in the definition of
marriage is that we are not talking only about an idea but we are talking about
real people with real lives and this is the case across the spectrum of opinion.
We have a responsibility to do all we can to ensure that the views of all are
respected and heard and avoid any kind of bullying or coercion as the debate
continues.

If the definition of marriage is changed widespread protections will need to be
carefully put in place to protect the right of all Australians to hold and live out
religious beliefs including those concerning marriage. This includes faith
based organisations as well as individuals.

My hope is that Adelaide Anglicans whether they are for or against a change in
the definition of marriage will participate in the debate in a way which isa

blessing to those around them and will ensure Adelaide Anglican churches are
a welcoming place for all.
