For prayer and action...

A Coptic teaching method is iconography. Many icons of the Transfiguration
are Trinitarian, where we see a triple divine revelation of the Father, and the
presence of Moses and Elijah confirm that Jesus is not just a simple person, a
miracle worker and wise teacher, but he is the Son and the Word of the Living

God.

From this story, we see Jesus “take” strength from God for his courageous
journey to the Cross, and at the same time, the disciples are being challenged to
“take” strength in preparation for the tests they will face with Jesus is taken from

them.

This week on our pilgrimage we have the opportunity to sift experience and to
“take” again those things we require for inner vitality and balance. It is also
becoming clearer that we have to “leave” other things, which may once have
helped us but which now may be destructive on our journey — be they tasks,
habits, ideas, beliefs or even relationships. Taking and leaving cannot be made
lightly. If we are to be prophetic in a greedy world, which uses up and discards
too quickly, our choices should reflect the generosity of God in the way we share
with the poor and the marginalised.
