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During the week we employed a man to come and clean the fish pond in the
Memorial Garden. With all of the sludge washed away and the filters cleaned
the pond looks quite spectacular. Who knew that it had a tiled bottom?

When I saw the sludge removed and the pond pristine I began to wonder.
Cleaning the pond did not take long. Once clean we were able to pop 10 more
little fish in so that they could keep Jaws, the only remaining goldfish,

company.



So I wondered. If it is so easy to clean the pond and make it sparkling clean,
how hard would it be to clean my soul and to be at peace once again with God.
Like the fish pond we allow the algae of life to create clutter and confusion in
our lives. We are tempted to think that it is too hard, or too time-consuming, to
sit down with God and cleanse all of the rubbish, the algae, from our mind and
soul. And yet, it is as easy as making up our mind to do it, and then moving
forward.

In our prayers we can offload all of the anger, the hurt, the misunderstandings,
our fears, and all that is interfering with our relationships with our families, our
friends, and with God. In the same way that we can clean the fish pond of all of
the flotsam, the stuff that does not belong, the stuff that creates a wrong
impression, we can do for ourselves with God.

For the big things we have the sacrament of Confession. For the small and
trivial things all we need is a quiet corner, and our determination to be at one
with God. You never know, just as we were able to add more fish to the pond,
we may be able to add more people and more joy to our lives.
